Born November 2, 1933 in Dresden he was a son of the late Miles and Zetta (Crozier)
Lane and was a 1952 graduate of Dresden Jefferson High School. In his earlier years
Bob worked at the Dresden Block Plant and the Bartlett Tree Company. He also
worked for many years at AEP where he retired in 1993.

Bob loved his community and he faithfully served the Village of Dresden as a
Council member for 26 years and as the Mayor of Dresden for 20 years and was an
active member of the Dresden Volunteer Fire Department. He was a member of the
Prospect United Methodist Church and was a very avid sports fan. He worked on the
“chain gang” at Tri-Valley High School footballs games for many years and he
coached Biddy League basketball and baseball. He loved watching his grandchildren
and great grandchildren’s sporting events.

Surviving is his loving wife of 61 years, Joann (Mahon) Lane whom he married July
